This Notice provides guidance and
clarification to transit agencies and
transit vehicle manufacturers regarding
FTA’s implementation of the FAST
Act’s amendments to 49 U.S.C.
5323(j)(2)(C).

Section 3011 of the FAST Act (Pub. L.
114—94, enacted December 4, 2015)
amended the rolling stock waiver in 49
U.5.C. 5323(j)(2)(C) to require a two-step
increase in the domestic content of
rolling stock as follows:
